Who you dance
Tango is a couples dance, but it is also an art form.  Few couples who arrive together want to dance exclusively with each other.  Indeed, it is somewhat impolite for them to do so.  Here the old American tradition is a pretty good guideline:  You dance the first dance, the last dance, and possibly one dance in between, with “the one what brung ya.”   Otherwise, you dance around.  This applies equally to married partners, dating partners, and practice partners.  Although some go farther by previous agreement and dance with each other less.

On the other side of the equation, singles seldom dance twice with the same partner in the same evening.  The exceptions being if there is a scarcity of partners to fill up the evening, or if the lead wants to suggest a particular personal favoritism.  The third exception might be if you had a “magic tango” the first time.
